• Genetics: New Jersey Language & Autism Genetics Study: The first 

large genetics study on the connection between autism and 
language-based learning disabilities in New Jersey (Funded by 
NIMH).  

• Neuroimaging: Interpretation of social action: an fMRI study of young 
adults with autism (Funded by NJ Governor’s Council). 

• Neurology: Characterization of the neurophysiological evidence of 
autonomic dysfunction in autism (Funded by Cure Autism Now). 

• Clinical: The Psychological Development Questionnaire for Toddlers 
(PDQ-1). A tool for early detection of ASD, designed to assess 
psychological status of toddlers, aged 12 to 36 months (Funded by 
NJ Governor’s Council and NJ Healthcare Foundation).  

• Epidemiology: New Jersey Autism Study (NJAS) is an active, 
multiple-source, population-based, study of ASD (Funded by CDC).
