	I have comments on Enforcement Section  It is understood that EMOHS. is not an enforcement agency charged with discipline. However, I do not think that you should note something to the effect that "dependent on the judgment of EMOHS, certain violations may be the subject of reporting to appropriate administrative officials in order that any appropriate disciplinary action might be considered." I believe this type of statement would lend credence to the notices.  Similarly, with respect to the responsibility of departments with respect to fines, etc.  I wonder if certain fines or criminal penalties might not be payable by the University. Are there fines and penalties for which the University might seek restitution from individuals who might be egregiously or criminally at fault?  If so, you might not want to stipulate the definitive responsibility in the manner currently stated.  I do want to reaffirm that any occurrence causing damages to third parties or potentially resulting in financial loss to the University will be reported to the risk management department in order that we can comply with the terms and provisions of insurance policies applicable to pollution and environmental loss.
